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Indoor Modified Rules


The DCFC Adult Recreational Indoor Soccer League will be governed by the FIFA Laws of the Game with the following amendments/modifications. All soccer lines and markings shall be construed to indicate their intended purpose unless otherwise specifically indicated below: 

· Law 3 – The Number of Players 
· A match is played by two teams, each consisting of not more than 8 players, one of whom is the goalkeeper. 
· The number of players on the field of play for the duration of the match is to be determined by the match Referee (preferably with the consent of the scheduled teams but may be determined without consent providing that this cannot be obtained) at the start of the match and may not be modified during the match. 
· There are no limits to the number of substitutions which may be made during the course of the match. Players may re-enter after they have substituted off the field of play. 
· Laws 5 and 6 – The Referee and The Assistant Referees 
·  Two officials will be used for DCFC Adult Rec matches. 
· Law 7 – The Duration of the Match
· The match lasts two equal periods of 30 minutes, unless otherwise mutually agreed between the referee and the two teams. Any agreement to alter the duration of the periods of play must be made before the start of play. 
· Law 12 – Fouls and Misconduct 
· Unsporting behavior as a cautionable offense is interpreted by DCFC for the purposes of the Adult Recreational Soccer League to include profanity and other insulting or abusive language which is insufficient to warrant a sending-off, especially that which may be overheard by children or other nearby spectators. 


Disciplinary Procedure: 

All sendings off, whether a straight red card or two yellow cards, will result in a mandatory 1-game suspension which may not be appealed. Other discipline (including suspension) for cautions, sendings off, or serious foul play shall be determined by the DCFC Board of Directors and/or the Discipline and Control Committee. Written notification of the disciplinary action will be delivered to the player disciplined within 72 hours of the initial offense. Appeals may be lodged in writing within 48 hrs after the disciplinary decision has been reached. Final decision regarding the appeal must be provided in writing to the disciplined player prior to his next eligible game.
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
